Phase I – Year 1 – This phase is almost complete 2010-2011
The curriculum and strands were used as guides to develop the learning standards through which we will assess the students’ academic progress and success. This year will need to end with a finalized paper version of the learning standards in each subject area and grade that indicate a student’s progress academically, organizationally, and socially. Teachers begin to apply the learning standards to their lessons and assessments, recording student performance information in relation to the standards that were developed.
Phase II – Year 2 – 2011-2012

Teachers continue to apply the learning standards to their lessons, and assessments, and record information in relation to the standards. Teacher will begin to evaluate different grading paradigms and will, in the early part of this year, settle on a grading structure for the school to report Standards Based Grades. Electronic means of doing so will be investigated over the summer of 2011 (Power School). A sample Standards Based Grade Report will be generated by the end of this year (2011-2012), for implementation in the 2012-2013 year.

Phase III – Year 3 – 2012-2013

Standards Based Report Cards will be utilized, either electronically, or in a paper version. The reports implemented in practice are evaluated, critiqued, and improved. Standards used will be evaluated and revised as needed.
